In the first session, “Can | Become a Lawful Permanent Resident,”
participants learned ways foreign nationals can become lawful permanent residents in the U.S.

On May 17, 2012, NCCU SOL held the second session in the Immigration 101 series, “Are the Police Out to Get Me.” In this session,
participants were given information on driver licenses and social security issues. LANC held a child custody clinic for participants in
Durham, Fayetteville, Gastonia, Wilson, Sylva, New Bern, Morganton, Greensboro, Raleigh, Pittsboro, and Winston-Salem, North
Carolina.

On May 19, 2012, NCCU SOL started its Justice in the Practice of Law Summer Certificate Program. The courses are taught from
NCCU and the students use a desktop videoconferencing client and broadband to connect to class. The students are taking the
courses from North Carolina, South Carolina, Virginia, Florida, Mississippi, and Louisiana.
