(ii) the parties' failure to execute a Definitive Agreement within 30 days of Com Net's notice of
award of funds under the BTOP.
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Notwithstanding such termination. the Continuing Provisions shall remain in full force and effect after
such termination.

§8. Governing Law.

This Memorandum of Understanding shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the of the
laws of the State of Ohio.

§9. No Partnership.

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained herein. this Memorandum of Understanding shall not
be construed as creating a partnership or joint venture between the parties.

§10. Modification.

This Memorandum of Understanding may not be modified. amended. added to or otherwisc varied except
by a document in writing signed by ecach the parties.

§11. Complete Agreement.

This Memorandum of Understanding constitutes the entire understanding between the parties and
supersedes all previous understandings. agreements, communications and representations. whether written
or oral. concerning the subject matter of this Memorandum of Understanding.

§12. Counterparts.

This Memorandum of Understanding may be exceuted in any number of counterparts, and each such
counterpart hereof shall be deemed 1o be an original instrument. and all such counterparts together shall
constitute but one agreement,
