In order to facilitate and ensure a clear separation and reporting of granted ARRA funds and to allow us to benefit from certain tax
planning strategies, ION Holdco, LLC, is respectfully requesting that the NTIA and the US Department of Commerce grant a
transfer of the above mentioned award from ION Holdco, LLC, to its wholly owned subsidiary, ION Newco Corp.

After discussion and consultation with our tax advisers, it became clear that the best way for ION HoldCo, LLC to manage the
award, and to work within the IRS guidelines, was to develop a C-Corp that could receive monies without a large tax implication
being imposed on the company.  Thus, ION Newco Corp was created for the sole purpose of receiving the granted ARRA funds,
which will allow for the maximum benefit to be achieved by the public.  It will ensure that all the monies granted and received will
go directly into bringing this project to fruition, which gives NTIA and DoC the best outcome in its goal to stimulate the economy,
create jobs and bring high speed broadband to more unserved and underserved rural areas of New York.

This request for transfer is requested due to the provisions of Section 118 of the Internal Revenue Code which allows payments or
other transfers(ARRA Grant in this case) from a third party/non-owner to corporate entities  to be excluded from gross income.
Such payments to non-corporate entities (i.e., entities taxed as partnerships such as ION HoldCo LLC) do not receive this treatment.

We feel that this transfer is strongly in the public?s best interest as it creates a clear separation for accounting and reporting reasons
and it will allow ION Newco Corp to use all of the granted funds to accomplish the wide ranging public benefit that was committed
to in the funded ARRA application, and to meet the full obligation of the grant award.
