The challenges that NoaNet faced during Q1 2013 was completing construction due to weather conditions and restrictions. Qlis a
winter quarter and it is extremely difficult to construct fiber due to hazard conditions. Construction of fiber backbone and laterals
require heavy road travel by large equipment on unsafe road conditions. Most permits restrict travel by large equipment on roads due
to the potential road damage. This created delay in fiber construction. In addition to weather conditions NoaNet has faced many
challenges in providing service to CAI's. NoaNet is a Wholesale entity and cannot enter into telecommunications agreements with end
users and we must sell to authorized Service Providers. This requires NoaNet to rely on the Service Provider to acquire Service
Orders which provides NoaNet the authorization to enter the building. If this cannot be acquired then NoaNet must receive a legal
Right of Entry from the building owner. This process has been challenging and delayed progress on CAl interconnection.
