Key Milestones

Anchor Sites:
Our contractor physically connected to 12 anchor sites in Q1 2013. 9 interconnected sites saw increased performance because of the
12 sites connected. Total connected anchor sites for Q1 2013 is 21. Total anchor sites connected by the end of Q1 2013 are 132.

Agreements:
1 Service Level Agreement (SLA) was signed during Q1 2013 bringing the project total to 17 signed SLA’s. The 17 SLA's represent 96
anchor sites along with 52 county sites brings the total count to 148 sites to be connected to the fiber network.

Permits:

We have all required permits for our approved project with the exception of the 4 mile section of Highway 26 that is under construction
by Portland General Electric and one railroad permit into Canby. Once they finish construction, we will submit our approval from the US
Forest Service and Portland General Electric for attaching to the new poles.

Grant Requirement Activity Detail

Baseline:
The baseline route is a culmination of the grant application and the 3 approved route AAR’s. Any future route changes will be
coordinated with the NTIA through the AAR process.

Environmental Assessment (EA):

The environmental assessment is complete for the county fiber network, with the exception of the Portland General Electric reliability
project located on Mt Hood (3 miles of poles are being relocated from off-road onto the shoulder of the highway). Environmental
monitoring continues by the contractor pursuant to procedures established in the Field Manual.

Outreach:

We continued implementing our Outreach and Communications Plan during Q1, 2013 with new interest from telecom providers. New
local organizations are showing interest in the fiber network with the news that both fiber rings are nearing completion.

Construction Support Detail

Proposed Route:
The route as amended by AARs continues to be followed, but field discoveries require some small adjustments. Any variations to the
baseline route will be submitted via the AAR process.

Expenditures:
Project to date construction and design expenditures are $7,628,644 which represents 69% of the overall $11.1 million project budget.
The project to date construction and design expenditures represents 98% of the $7.8 million dollar grant budget. Staff time of $63,106.

We completed construction of 2 miles of laterals for a total of 2 miles of fiber optic cable placed during Q1 2013. As of the end of Q1
