Still pending are final approval from the U.S. Fish
and Wildlife Service and the U.S.D.A. Forest Service. The first draft of the environmental assessment was submitted on December 14,
2010. BVUA also began final engineering of all the routes with its contracted engineering firm. The invitations to bid (ITB) for both
construction and materials have been distributed and BVUA expects to award the contracts for both in the coming quarter.

BVUA also sent the project manager for this grant to the Compliance Conference in Washington D.C. in November.
