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1.  Budget

The Utah Broadband Project (Project) team and the NTIA finalized a budget amendment in Q3 2014.  The budget amendment was approved by the Department of Commerce Grants Officer on August 15, 2014, as Amendment No. 13.  The current budget aligns with a plan to complete remaining grant requirements and recommendations by the Regional and State Broadband plan documents.  

2. Describe any additional project milestones that have been accomplished over this reporting period (Ex. Updates to state broadband maps and websites, map outreach activities)

· Data Validation and Submission
· Fall 2014 Provider Data Submission
· Successfully engaged 54 broadband providers to discuss their company’s mapping data status, and other broadband data verification.
· Worked with 25 broadband providers to update their mapping data.
· Updated Utah’s interactive broadband map.
· Compiled Utah’s data submission package. 
· Data Verification
· Explored and applied Lidar-based 3D elevation and surface models toward verification of fixed broadband coverage in a variety of landscapes. A blog post showing the efficacy of this verification approach will be published to the broadband blog in Q4. 
· Compared addresses associated with 10 digit phone numbers in 911-PSAP database to reported broadband DSL coverage.   
· Fall 2013 Mobile Drive Test Verification
· In partnership with a third party contractor (Isotrope, LLC), published a comparison report of the two mobile drive tests completed by the Project in 2011 and 2013. (http://broadband.utah.gov/wp-content/uploads/sites/2/2014/09/comparison-report.pdf) 
· Prepared maps for, and met locally with 4 national mobile broadband providers (AT&T, T-Mobile, Sprint, and Verizon) to discuss the 2013 drive test results, current mapping data, and future mobile projects in Utah.
· Completed programming code and automated geoprocessing tasks to segment Utah road network into near uniform 0.5 mile analysis units, including road intersection features that combine 0.25 mile road features out in all directions from intersection
· Completed programming code to assign and summarize point based mobile broadband observations to road-segment analysis areas

· Enhanced Outreach to Address NTIA-FCC Dual Submission Requirements 
· Conducted outreach to providers through emails, a map of the month blogpost (see below), and presentations at the Utah Broadband Advisory Council to explain to broadband providers and other stakeholders the overlapping submission requirements, the data collection transition moving forward, and the FCC new data format in relation to the NTIA SBI format. 
· Provided 29 local broadband providers with their mapping coverage expressed in the new FCC Form 477 data format. 
· Community Anchor Institutions
· Worked with Utah’s Department of Technology Services to map the state broadband network (the WAN Network).
·  Verified state-owned building locations in partnership with Department of Human Resource Management, Division of Risk Management, and Division of Facilities and Construction Management.  
· Continued to work with the Utah Education Network and the Utah Telehealth network, whose organizations merged this quarter to form the Utah Education and Telehealth Network, on updating their respective networks.
· Met with the Ute Tribe to gather mapping data for their tribe-owned community anchor fiber network on the Uintah and Ouray reservation.
· Met in person with 10 broadband providers to discuss data updates, data verification, the new FCC data format, and other Project mapping initiatives.

· The Project is currently implementing a strategy for the development of a web-based editing mapping application for providers around a common framework to allow providers to submit feedback on the service area geometry and broadband speeds/technologies using a statewide hexagon grid. This strategy will create a framework to be used for providers, especially for mapping of high capacity fiber-based distribution and transport areas.
