BPSOS-Louisville: We used the PCC (Public Computer Center) to provide ESL (English as a Second Language) and Citizenship
classes to 8 participants in this quarter. Several former senior students continued to use the PCC for their own research, news reading,
and healthcare access information. We also maintained the PCC and served an average of 8 users per week.

St. John's Vianney: We continue to strive and maintain the PCC and encourage community members to partake in increasing their
knowledge of basic computer skills. The local Eucharistic youth group utilized the PCC to conduct online searches, as well as take
tests. Since this group is also a non-profit organization, having access to this equipment makes things easier for the volunteer teachers
Maintenance of the PCC included:

« Cleaned the hallway and stairs.

* Vacuumed the dust inside the computer machine.

« Updated flash player and Windows OS on every machine.

« Inspected all the computer hardware (mice, headphones, keyboards, monitors, motherboards, CPU fans and other components
inside the computer).

« So far, every piece of hardware is performing properly.
