Since the award, September 16, 2010, the School of Law Virtual Justice Broadband Project has been mobilizing all of the 
partners and organizational participants to implement this two year project.  There have been nine individual and group 
organizational meetings within the university with all of the offices impacted by this grant.  A steering committee for this 
project was established and a regular meeting day and time decided – Tuesday’s 12:30 p.m.  A video conference with the 
four HBCU’s institutional partners (Elizabeth City State University, Fayetteville State University, North Carolina A&T State 
University and Winton-Salem State University) was scheduled for October 6, 2010. Elizabeth City State University and 
Fayetteville State University have confirmed their in-kind contributions of space, broadband access, and network systems 
support. However, transitions in key the Chief Informational Officer (CIO) at Winton-Salem State University and North 
Carolina A&T State University have presented challenges. The initial development of the awareness campaign began.  An 
equipment timeline purchasing plan was developed. One position was filled – project manager. No federal expenditures 
have occurred as the close of business September 30, 2010.
